Motorcycle dolly holds a single motorcycle upright by the front wheel, weighing up to 500kg. Reposition around the workshop or garage
quickly and efficiently. Rear lever operated wedge gate allows for easy loading and unloading. Features front clamp, to keep the
motorcycle on the dolly during transportation. Use additional tie down points to assist in securing the motorcycle to the dolly. Glides on
dual wheeled 360° castors.

4. ASSEMBLY

4.1. Assemble as per the attached parts list.

5. OPERATION

5.1. LOADING

5.1.1. Position the dolly in a suitable area, checking that the surface on which the dolly will be used is solid and flat (preferably concrete).
5.1.2. Lock the front caster wheels by applying the brakes.

5.1.3. Carefully lower the wedge plate from the frame assembly at the end of the dolly where the motorcycle will be loaded.
5.1.4. Use additional tie down points to assist in securing the motorcycle to the dolly.

5.1.5. Lift the wedge gate and release the caster wheels to allow the dolly to be manoeuvred.

5.2. UNLOADING

5.2.1. Lower both wedge gate and secure the front caster wheels to hold the dolly in position. Detach the bike from the dolly.
5.2.2. Close the wedge gate.

6. MAINTENANCE

Before use, check the frame assembly and platform for cracks and damage.
Regularly check that all fasteners are tight.

Periodically lubricate the castors.

Store the dolly in a safe, dry, childproof location with the wedge gate lowered.
